SHOULD MY CHILD STUDY GEOGRAPHY?

Geography is a relevant subject that is part of our everyday life from
extreme weather to endangered ecosystems to the creation of great
urban spaces. Knowing, understanding and applying a range of
geographical skills allows our students to understand more about the
complexities of the world. Michael Palin has stated that geography
students ‘hold the key’ to the world’s problems and it is a subject that
‘broadens the mind’ (Palin, 2018, 2011).

What will my child gain from geography?

Geography is a desirable subject to study because it gives our
students greater awareness and understanding about places and
spaces, both locally and globally. It equips them with the necessary
skills and knowledge to live and thrive in a globalised world. It
encourages students to think critically about contemporary and
historical issues. It creates opportunities for our geographers to think
about future global issues and their role within this.

Skills of geographers include:

¢ Reading and using maps, aerial photos and diagrams in a range
of formats to strengthen navigation skills

o Collecting, presenting, analysing and evaluating a range of data

e Developing critical thinking and decision-making skills

¢ Gaining a knowledge and understanding of the world and global
issues such as sustainability and climate change

e Appreciating different cultures both at home and abroad

Where will geography take my child?

Geography complements all subjects and contributes to
employability through the further development of literacy, numeracy,
ICT, self-motivation and team work skKills. It is a good foundation for
pursing A levels. Some jobs for which GCSE geography could be a
pathway include:
