Above all, history teaches us to ask two very important
guestions: why and how? This develops critical thinking
abilities, which combine analysis, research and extended
writing and communication skills to help solve problems and
form arguments.

With analytical, investigative and writing skills, pupils will be
suited to a huge range of careers in law, politics, the public
sector, business, marketing, journalism, economics,
teaching, academia, insurance, social research, archaeology
and curation (museums, galleries, archives and libraries).
