tradition. It tells the story of a young woman 

who marries a rich older man named Maxim de 

Winter. She moves to his mansion, Manderley, a 

spooky and beautiful home. But things arenôt as 

perfect as they seemé. 

Everyone at Manderley still talks about Rebecca, 

Maximôs first wife, and the new Mrs de Winter 

begins to feel like she canôt escape her shadow. 

As secrets begin to unfold, the new wife must figure out what really 

happened to Rebeccaðand what kind of man she really married.  

Rebecca is a strange mix of ghost story, mystery and love story. Itôs 

full of suspense, secrets and twists. As in all great Gothic novels the 

mood is dark and mysterious and the settingðManderleyðis almost 

like a character itself, and itôs not necessarily friendly.  

The story builds slowly at first, but if you enjoy books with mystery, 

drama, and a little creepiness youôll enjoy this one.

I love strange words, or words that have fallen out of use and there are some 

beautiful and strange words which exist connected with summer. Here are 

just a few of them.  

Estivalðno, it isnôt that someone just forgot to put the ñfò on the front to 

make ñfestivalò -  this word literally means ñsummerò or ñthe hot seasonò. It 

originates from the Latin word ñaestasò.  

Caniculeð this word means the very hottest days of summer. It originates 

from the Latin ñcanicularò which means ñlittle dogò. The reason itôs linked to 

summer is that the hottest days are often called the ñdog daysò.   

Summerlingðthis lovely word refers to someone, or something, that was 

born in summer, or who thrives in the sunshine.   

ShimmerglistenðThis poetic term literally means a ñshimmering glistenò. 

It is often used in poetry to refer to heatwaves, or water in the sunlight.  

Gloaming ðThis noun refers to twilight or dusk, particularly during warm
